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State Rep. Dan Flynn (R-Van) appeared Friday to have all but locked up a second term in the Texas House of Representatives, as he drew no opponents in the March 9 Republican party primary election.

No candidates had filed seeking the Democratic party nomination for the office as of Friday's deadline and, unless a third-party or independent candidate shows up closer to the November general election, Flynn will not even have to campaign. 

"I'm just feeling very, very fortunate right now," Flynn said of the lack of opponents. "I've been watching really close and we hadn't heard of anyone, but you still want to wait until the last minute."

Flynn represents Texas House District 2, which includes Hunt, Rains and Van Zandt Counties. Flynn was named an "Outstanding Freshman" legislator by the Young Conservatives of Texas, and was named one of the five top freshmen in the Texas House, out of a class of three dozen.

He earned a great deal of experience by attending three special sessions last year, called to consider congressional redistricting.

A fourth special session is planned for this spring, to tackle what is expected to be an even bigger issue of public school financing. For his part, Flynn is thankful that he will not have to split his efforts between Austin and the campaign trail.

"That's going to be a session requiring lots of work," Flynn said, noting how even though public hearings on the matter have been held for the past several months across the state, there seems to be little consensus among legislators over how to deal with school funding.

"One thing's for sure, we know a lot of things that don't work," Flynn said.
